Tier 2- Research-based Interventions and Student Support


READING					   


SRA  (Fluency) - Students reading below a 3rd grade level are placed in an SRA Corrective Reading class during Advisory Class for 30 minutes of daily instruction or during an exploratory class for 45 minutes of daily instruction


READ 180  (Comprehension) - Students reading above 3rd grade level, but below grade level, are placed in Word Power class during exploratory for Read 180 Program for 45 minutes of daily instruction


MATH


NUMBER POWER/ Successmaker Math - Students who scored Novice or Apprentice on the most recent KCCT Math assessment and/or were in the botton 25% of scores on the AIMSWEB Math Computation test are placed in Number Power class during exploratory for SuccessMaker Math.  This class is also offered during Advisory class and after school to offer more flexibility in scheduling.


“Go Figure” is a tutoring opportunity for students who need help with math homework or other assignments offered during homeroom in the library(available to all students) 


**SRA Baseline Assessment, READ 180 Screening, and Successmaker IPM are all used to determine placement levels in Reading and Math Intervention classes.


AIMS (Achieving in Middle School)


Students who have difficulty completing assignments may be enrolled in AIMS class which is an intervention class during exploratory.  Students can do Successmaker Math during this class time and have needed assistance to complete or redo assignments.


AIMSWEB


All NMS student data from Universal Screeners will be monitored in AIMSWEB.  All of the students in Word Power, Number Power, SRA, and AIMS classes will participate in progress monitoring every two weeks and the teacher records the data in AIMSWEB. 


Connection Plus


All students in our school have a mentor through their advisory/SRA class.  Identified students may have additional mentors based on individual needs.  All staff members pick their students and work to build a relationship with these students.


SWIS/CICO – Check in Check Out


We are piloting this program with a small number of students for monitoring academic / behavior progress

















Tier 3 - RTI TEAM Students who are not progressing with the interventions below will be referred to the RTI team for more individualized interventions.  


A referral form needs to be completed by the team teachers and submitted to an RTI team member.  RTI team members can meet with the team and assist in this process.  Adhere to the PCIS document .


The RTI team will review the student information and assign a case manager and a monitoring team for the student.


The RTI team will develop an individualized intervention plan for the student and the case manager/team will closely monitor the student with input from the teachers, and meet monthly to discuss the student’s progress.  Every effort will be made to involve the parent and other agencies or resources based on the individual needs of the child.


The RTI team may consider a referral for special education if the on-going interventions are not successful for the student and there is a suspected disability.
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
